The Hon' ble Supreme Court of India
In its order dated: 15.02.2000 directed to comply with the suggestions and
directions contained In the repaort prepared by the "Asim Barman Committee” and
accordingly Government of India ssued Municipal Solld Wastes (Management and
Handling) Rules, 2000 to regulate the Management and Handling of the Municipal
Solid Wastes,

3, Government have constituted Technical Committee and State Level
Official Committee vide G.O. first read above and State Level Technical
Committee vide G.0. second read above for effective implementation of Municipal
Solld Wastes (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000 and relevant provisions of
the Water Act 1974 and the Environment Protection Act, 1986 relating to
Municipal Sewage Management.

4, Government have issued comprehensive guldelines / strategy for
setting up of Municipal solid Waste Processing Plants and Power Projects with
Municipal Solid Waste in all Nagar Panchayats / Municipalities / Municipal
Corporations in the State. The Government have also approved the establishment
of 19 clusters for integrated management of the Municipal Solid Waste on cluster
based approach to take up integrated Municipal Solld Waste management.

¥ The MNagar Panchayats / Municipalities and Municipal Corpaorations In the
State have not Implemented the said Rules effectively and completely d_ue to the
inadequacy in data and reliability of data, identification and implementation of the
right and cost-effective technology besides availab:lity oflland, finances, power
purchase agreements.
