The developer su
selected shall create and maintain the infrastructure with his own funds during
the license period.

Urinals), Junction improvements, Central Medians, Zebra Crossings and Signage.
Street lighting, parks, etc., can be covered under this scheme. Any new facilities
which are required for public usage may be included in this scheme.
