ORDER:

In the reference 1Y read above Government have issued Comprehensive Building
Hues which are applicable 1o Municipal Corporations, Municipailties and areas covered by
Urban Development authorities Since then these Bullding Rules have noverned bullding
activities in urban areas.

2. It has been brought to the notice of the Government that the above building
stipulations are cumbersome with too many parameters for regulating and controfling
developments and building activities and there is & need for simplifying ihe building
stipulations by stipulating minimal parameters. Further due to changes in building
lachnologles, massive and rapid urbanization, escalating land prices, and certain
shortcomings experienced relating lo the existing building stipulations Government have
decided 1o review the building stipulations and come oul with comprehensive bullding rules
ihereby, making the building stipulations clear easy to comprehand usar-friendly, promoting
vanous lypes of development and building activities, besides giving design freedom and
choice with optimum usage of land on one hand, and reducing the trand of violations and

unauthorized constructions on the other, without compromising on the community good.

3 initlally a draft was prepared in consultation with experts from various fields and the
same was notified in the Andhra Pradesh Extraordinary Gazette No. 4, dated 22.01.2005 for
inviting public objections and suggestions. A number of objections and suggestions were
received from individuals, professionals Municipalities, Municipal Corporations, Urban~
Development authorities and other Departments. Further discussions and deliberations were
held at various levels Involving various groups like builders, developers, architects.
‘ngineers, town planners, representatives cof Urban Development Aythorities and Iocal
~odles, public represeniatives, academicians, officials and general public, and haye received
‘any suggestions and comments on the said draft building rules After caraful examination
«f all the objactions and suggestions received, Government have come 10 the conelusion to
furher rationalise the standards of Bullding requirements for different types of bulldings, uses
& occupancies in the Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad, and Hyderabad Urban
Development Authority, Hyderabad Airport Development Authority, Cyberabad Development
Authority and Buadha Purnima Project Autherity so as lo have Lniform application of the
Lies relating to regulation of building construction, etc. in the above areas Tharefore In
upersession of the Rules issued vide G .O.MsNod423 MA, dated 31-7-1998 and the
tunicipal Corporation of Hyderabad Suilding By-laws 1881 to the extent specified In these
